Malachi Parish, presented a five hour in-service on suggested
sign language interpretation for the New Roman Missal. Some
ten interpreters participated in this highly interactive presentation.
While we all prepare for the changes that will take place in the
Liturgy, our Church is very concerned that our Deaf Catholics
can immediately participate in the new Liturgy.
